Four meetings a year were enwslptwo in the fall and two in the spring

At that time there were no articles in the Grandld® Constitution relating to Lodges of Re-

search. Accordingly amendments to the Constituwvene needed. They were drafted, pre-

sented through the Jurisprudence Committee, etd.adopted at the 1979 Annual Communi-

cation.

2. This Research Lodge has a ‘Travelling Charterso as to be able to meet any-

where in Alberta.

3. There are two forms of memberships of this Lodg available to Masons in goof

standing:

a) Affiliated Membership (which is not considered Dual Membership). This is g

full member of the Lodge.

b) Subscribing Member: This member can attend all reetings as a visitor but can

not vote. The subscribing member will receive alpublished papers.

The Lodge was instituted on October 30, 1979, Réd Deer meeting; It's Charter was issued
on June 14, 1980, and Constituted on Septemter1®B0 (in the Masonic Temple, Calgary).
The Ceremony of Constitution was performed by tman@ Master, M.W.Bro. W.E. (Curly)
Foster.
