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Knights Templar win heresy reprieve after 700 
years

VATICAN CITY (Reuters) - 
The Knights Templar, the me-
dieval Christian military order 
accused of heresy and sexual 
misconduct, will soon be partly 
rehabilitated when the Vatican 
publishes trial documents it had 
closely guarded for 700 years. 

            A reproduction of the minutes of trials 
against the Templars, "'Processus Contra Tem-
plarios -- Papal Inquiry into the Trial of the Tem-
plars'" is a massive work and much more than a 
book -- with a 5,900 euros ($8,333) price tag. 
            "This is a milestone because it is the first 
time that these documents are being released by the 
Vatican, which gives a stamp of authority to the en-
tire project," said Professor Barbara Frale, a medie-
valist at the Vatican's Secret Archives. 
            "Nothing before this offered scholars origi-
nal documents of the trials of the Templars," she 
told Reuters in a telephone interview ahead of the 
official presentation of the work on October 25. 
            The epic comes in a soft leather case that in-
cludes a large-format book including scholarly com-
mentary, reproductions of original parchments in 
Latin, and -- to tantalize Templar buffs -- replicas of 
the wax seals used by 14th-century inquisitors. 
            Reuters was given an advance preview of the 
work, of which only 799 numbered copies have 
been made. 
            One parchment measuring about half a meter 
wide by some two meters long is so detailed that it 
includes reproductions of stains and imperfections 
seen on the originals. 
            Pope Benedict will be given the first set of 
the work, published by the Vatican Secret Archives 
in collaboration with Italy's Scrinium cultural foun-
dation, which acted as curator and will have exclu-

sive world distribution rights. 
             The Templars, whose full name was "Poor 
Fellow-Soldiers of Christ and of the Temple of 
Solomon", were founded in 1119 by knights sworn 
to protecting Christian pilgrims visiting the Holy 
Land after the Crusaders captured Jerusalem in 
1099. 
             They amassed enormous wealth and helped 
finance wars of some European monarchs. Leg-
ends of their hidden treasures, secret rituals and 
power have figured over the years in films and 
bestsellers such as "The Da Vinci Code". 
             The Knights have also been portrayed as 
guardians of the legendary Holy Grail, the cup 
used by Christ at the Last Supper before his cruci-
fixion. 
             The Vatican expects most copies of the 
work to be bought up by specialized libraries at 
top universities and by leading medieval scholars. 
BURNED AT THE STAKE 
             The Templars went into decline after Mus-
lims re-conquered the Holy Land at the end of the 
13th century and were accused of heresy by King 
Philip IV of France, their foremost persecutor. 
Their alleged offences included denying Christ 
and secretly worshipping idols. 
             The most titillating part of the documents 
is the so-called Chinon Parchment, which contains 
phrases in which Pope Clement V absolves the 
Templars of charges of heresy, which had been the 
backbone of King Philip's attempts to eliminate 
them. 
             Templars were burned at the stake for her-
esy by King Philip's agents after they made con-
fessions that most historians believe were given 
under duress. 
             The parchment, also known as the Chinon 
Chart, was "misplaced" in the Vatican archives un-
til 2001, when Frale stumbled across it. 
             "The parchment was catalogued incorrectly 
at some point in history. At first I couldn't believe 
my eyes. I was incredulous," she said. "This was 
the document that a lot of historians were looking 
for," the 37-year-old scholar said. 
             Philip was heavily indebted to the Tem-
plars, who had helped him finance his wars, and

getting rid of them was a convenient way of cancel-
ing his debts, some historians say. 
            Frale said Pope Clement was convinced that 
while the Templars had committed some grave sins, 
they were not heretics. 
SPITTING ON THE CROSS 
            Their initiation ceremony is believed to have 
included spitting on the cross, but Frale said they 
justified this as a ritual of obedience in preparation 
for possible capture by Muslims. They were also 
said to have practiced sodomy.  "Simply put, the 
pope recognized that they were not heretics but 
guilty of many other minor crimes -- such as abuses, 
violence and sinful acts within the order," she said. 
"But that is not the same as heresy." 
            Despite his conviction that the Templars 
were not guilty of heresy, in 1312 Pope Clement or-
dered the Templars disbanded for what Frale called 
"the good of the Church" following his repeated 
clashes with the French king. 
            Frale depicted the trials against the Templars 
between 1307 and 1312 as a battle of political wills 
between Clement and Philip, and said 
the document means Clement's position has to be 
reappraised by historians. 
            "This will allow anyone to see what is actu-
ally in documents like these and deflate legends that 
are in vogue these days," she said. 
            Rosi Fontana, who has helped the Vatican 
coordinate the project, said: "The most incredible 
thing is that 700 years have passed and people are 
still fascinated by all of this." 
            "The precise reproduction of the parchments 
will allow scholars to study them, touch them, ad-
mire them as if they were dealing with the 
real thing," Fontana said.  "But even better, it means 
the originals will not deteriorate as fast 
as they would if they were constantly being 
viewed," she said.

            Our ritual is the same if not very similar, and 
our Grand Lodges are very similar in structure as 
well. The problems in my opinion are; 

1.   Freemasonry in North America is not Secret. 
2.   We lack discipline in our lodges. 
3.   We are cheap. 
4.   We are charitable.   
5.   We let anyone in.   
6.   We do not carry our Masonic obligations 

home with us.   
7.   We are not accountable to the Worshipful 

Master or the Grand Lodge.  
 
1. Freemasonry in North America is not a secret.   
            “Freemasonry is not a secret society.  Our 
buildings are in plain view with symbols on the 
front.  Our members where rings, we have books ti-
tled 10,000 famous freemasons.  The only secrets 
are passwords and modes of recognition and if you 
want you can see as those on the Internet or in the 
public library.” 
            How many of you believe this?  How many 
of you have said this?  How many of you have heard 
this?  How many of you believe saying this im-
proves the image, the prestige or the privilege of 
freemasonry?   
            First of all freemasonry is a secret.  Our 
meetings and transactions within them are prohib-
ited to be released to the clandestine world.   
            Our modes of a recognition, passwords, his-
tory, lectures, and the legend of our dear GMHA are 
secret. 
            Everything we learn in lodge is a secret, we 
swore oaths to protect them.  When anyone speaks 
about a secret society we are often the first to be 
used as an example.  Why are we are ashamed of it? 
            When we say that Freemasonry isn’t secret 
and anyone can learn our secrets we are saying to 
non-Masons “hey, this stuff isn’t important, I don’t 

care about it and neither should you”.   
            If you instead approach the subject with re-
spect and reverence it will flow through to a non-
Mason that Freemasonry is serious, it’s life changing 
and it is privilege obtained through discipline and 
hard work. 
            Freemasonry is a secret society, if you don’t 
like it quit and go join the ELKS!  
 
2. We lack discipline in our lodges. 
            Have you ever heard a cell phone ring in 
lodge?  Have you heard someone jingling beads on 
his apron during prayer?  What about a short lecture 
or part of a degree so terribly performed you wish 
you stayed at home?  How often do you see brothers 
cut corners at squaring the lodge?  Have you seen a 
DDGM sit in the East and not stop talking or laugh-
ing during a degree with the WM.   
            I have seen all this in most every lodge I 
have every sat in.  We don’t have discipline in the 
lodges.  And this is a culture problem inside our 
lodges.  I believe one reason is that over the years 
lodges became slack with the decrease in candidates.  
And as we needed new members and feared losing 
current ones we eased up on discipline not wanting 
members to become upset and leave. 
            This lack of discipline makes for poor lodge 
work which makes for poor meetings.  It produces 
poor degree work which produces poor Masons.   
            Discipline yourselves!  Demand excellence.  
Hone your work into the perfect cube.  If no one de-
mands it of you, demand it of yourself! 
 
3. We are cheap. 
            “We don’t have many new candidates com-
ing in.  There’s absolutely nothing we can do but 
keep our fees low and hope some poor fool stumbles 
in the door.  We’ll keep costs low, and keep our dues 
low so we can have large amounts of members and 
no one gets excluded.” 
            This is called the Wal-Mart business ap-
proach to provide low quality products and low 
prices and it has worked well for Wal-mart.  It on 
the other hand does not work well for Freemasonry 
for what we have is not of low quality In fact it’s 
very pricey.  We have buildings to pay for, charities, 
dinners, regalia and all sorts of other costs which 
some how we manage to keep below $200 per mem-
ber per year.  A feat that I must say is very remark-

able but has come at a terrible cost.   
            We have old smelly buildings, we eat cheap 
bland meals and limit our events to two or less a 
year.  If a good man wanted to join a group for qual-
ity social interaction they would be very disap-
pointed with our Freemasonry.  
            The argument has been said that some people 
can’t afford more than the $250 initiation dues.  This 
is true not everyone can.  But if someone can’t af-
ford say $500 to join our organization it is either be-
cause they do not believe we are worth it or their 
lives are so disheveled that we should not accept 
them.  We are in the business of Good men making 
themselves better, not making Mac-Masons. 
            Freemasonry is not cheap so don’t treat it 
like it is.  If you don’t like it leave.   

 
4. We are charitable. 
            Now I know at this point your thinking that I 
am going to attack the virtues of being charitable.  
Well I’m not.  But I am going to attack charitable 
activity which is poorly thought out or over adver-
tised.  Most will submit that Freemasonry’s aim is 
not charitable, however our members are charitable.  
This is true and very important.  However using 
charitable donations as a method as boasting our so-
ciety or trying to recruit new candidates is filled with 
fallacy and is unscrupulous.   
            Charitable giving is done to help others so as 
to please yourself, not so you can get grin and hand 
shake photos in news papers advertising for the 
brotherhood.  If you think that this is an effective 
method of attracting young new candidates think 
again.  If potential candidates were to join a society 
based on charitable giving they wouldn’t pick the 
Freemasons.  Rotary International is more active and 
donates several billion a year over us.  We can’t 
compete and neither should we.  For our society is 
one of substance and importance, not giant cheques 
and fake smiles. 
            It was a greater man than I who said: 
 

“Be careful not to do your acts of righteous-
ness before men, to be seen by them.  If you do, you 
will have no reward from your father in heaven. 
            So when you give to the needy, do not an-
nounce it with trumpets, as the hypocrites do in the 
synagogues and on the streets, to be honored by 
men.  I tell you the truth, they have received their re-

ward in full.  But when yo give to the needy, do not 
let your left hand know what your right hand is do-
ing, so that your giving may be in secret.  Then your 
father, who sees what is done in secret, will reward 
you.” 
                                                                        
            VSL Matthew 6:1-4. 
 
               If your lodge wants to give money to a local 
charity I urge you to do it anonymously or under a name 
recognizable to brothers such as the Widows Son or 
Hiram Abiff.  If you want your face in the picture with a 
big square and compass in the background then you are 
doing it for the wrong reasons.   
 
5. We let anyone in? 
             When was the last time anyone remembers a bal-
lot returning unfavorably?  Or an investigation committee 
returning with an unfavorable outcome?  Why do we 
even bother balloting?   
             Have we come to be so desperate that we do not 
even bother to screen candidates and only go through the 
motions of petition to satisfy Grand Lodge requirements?  
How do you know that we haven’t initiated, passed and 
raised a convicted pedophile still on probation? 
             Our petition process is so weak and we are so 
desperate that we let anyone in.  It doesn’t matter how 
little education they have, how little they earn per year, 
how badly they keep their home or how annoying they 
are to be around.  This desperate need for new candidates 
and allowing anyone to carry our secrets do more harm 
for our fraternity than any anti-Mason website out today.   
             If Freemasonry were to get back on its feet, I 
would recommend the following changes to the petition 
process.   
 
All petitioners would supply: 

·     An up to date criminal record check. 
·     Two letters of reference from men of good 

standing in the community who are not Ma-
sons. 

·     Evidence of ones good nature, 100 word let-
ter should do. 

 
And all those who support a petition of recommen-
dation should advocate their opinion on the peti-
tioner before investigation in open lodge.  Also the 
petitioner should be invited to a non-tyled Masonic 
event to meet the brothers of the lodge so as to see 
whether or not he is fit to become a member of our 
Masonic family.

6. We do not carry our Masonic obligations home 

with us. 
            Our obligations require us not only to keep 
the secrets of Freemasonry which I have already 
pointed out but it also requires us to befriend every 
brother, and hold ourselves to a higher moral stan-
dard. Is this being done and if not what are we pre-
pared to do about it?   
            If a brother of the lodge is an alcoholic what 
do we do?  Do we confront him and make arrange-
ments for him to seek treatment?  Do we charge him 
with alcoholism and remove him from the register?  
I’ll tell you what we actually do, we turn a blind eye 
to the brother who keeps a small flask in his pockets 
during meetings and drives home only when he’s 
emptied it.  An action of help or an action of expul-
sion would be much more beneficial than the head-
line “Drunk Mason kills others in accident under in-
fluence”.   
            When I say we don’t carry our obligations 
home with us I mean we don’t take them seriously.  
We consider them esoteric nonsense which is an ex-
cuse to get together and have some crummy sand-
wiches and ryes & cokes.  You took your obligation 
and swore to keep it.  So do it! 

 
7. We are not accountable to the WM. 
            How much talking goes on during a degree in 
your lodge?  How many brothers speak out of turn?  
How often do principle officers arrive late, poorly 
dressed, poorly prepared without excuse? 
            I have seen much of it in my travels and more 
often than not I have seen the WM do nothing in re-
sponse to it.  Each time a brother speak out of turn or 
disgraces the craft with talking during a degree he 
his making a direct mockery of the leadership of the 
WM.   Each time an officer is late or of poor mem-
ory whilst tyling the lodge he makes an act of insub-
ordination towards the WM.  In most lodges this is 
because a nonchalant attitude is taken to all lodge ac-
tivity to which no man is accountable to another nor 
does anyone even seem to care.   
            The WM is the master of the lodge and 
should therefore be strict (yet in a brotherly way) to 
the lodge so as to ensure proper discipline and har-
mony prevail the craft so we may continue to work 
and prosper for it.  The chair of WM is one of great 
responsibility and the ability to revitalize the Free-
masonry lies with it, so please when looking to the 

East remember it is where the future of the lodge 
sits.  Poor leadership leads to poor work, poor work 
leads to poor men.   
            The problems with Freemasonry are in real-
ity very small.  It is still the most prestigious organi-
zation in the world and will remain so for many gen-
erations ahead.  Please take my opinions to heart 
whether you agree with them or not.  The important 
thing to know is that if you have made it to the end 
of this paper you are not the problem because you 
cared enough to read it.

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THE MASON AS A CITIZEN 
 
In the Old Charges it is laid down as a fundamental law of 
the old Craft that "a Mason is to be a peaceable subject to 
the civil powers, wherever he resides or works, and is 
never to be concerned in Plots and Conspiracies against 
the peace and welfare of the Nation . . . " 
 
The Charge to the Entered Apprentice generally states that as a citizen, you are to be a quiet 
and peaceable subject, true to your government and just to your country.  You are not to coun-
tenance disloyalty or rebellion, but patiently submit to legal authority, and conform with 
cheerfulness to the government of the country in which you live. 
 
At the time the Old Charges were written, the people had no voice in their government.  They 
were ruled by kings, and often the dynasty to which the king belonged was challenged in its 
right to rule by some other dynasty.  A rebellion or a revolution was the only method by which 
a government could be changed.  Almost every organization, including even churches and col-
leges, took sides with one dynasty against the other.  Masonic law took the position that this 
system of warring parties was hurtful to mankind ;and a great danger to a people, and that it 
ought to be replaced by the principle of good will and peaceable cooperation. 
 
Here in Canada, instead of quarreling with each other as to what the government shall be, our 
parties are in contention as to what the government shall do, and instead of deciding which 
one shall triumph by means of rebellions and revolutions, our parties make ' use of political 
campaigns.  While these campaigns do not result in the shedding of blood, they sometimes re-
sult in a great deal of bitterness.  In the face of this modern situation our Craft continues to 
take the same position that it took in an earlier time; it believes that these bitter, partisan con-
tentions are hurtful to the people, subversive of sound government, and that the welfare of the 
State can be best secured by good will, toleration and a patient, friendly cooperation.  Al-
though Masons should and do vote their convictions, the Lodge refuses to participate in parti-
san politics and forbids its members ever to do so in the name of Masonry! 
 
It is now possible for us to define the Masonic conception of citizenship.  It means that in all 
his relations with the community and the State a Freemason is motivated and controlled by the 
principle of fraternalism, which means that as one of the people, he works for and with the 
people in the spirit of good will and for the general good.  He is to apply fraternalism in detail 
in such manner as meets with his best judgment. 
 
A Mason may be an active worker in some political party; it is for him to decide what party it 
is; but as a Mason he will not hate those who differ with him nor enter unjust intrigues against 
them; he will not set up his own party in opposition to the public good, nor will he proselyte

for supporters among his Brethren. 
 
He may be an active member of a church, but as a Mason he will not be actuated by prejudice 
or intolerance; nor will he be a party toward making war upon any other religious communion, 
however much in error he may deem it to be. 
 
In his social life, he may belong to any circle he wishes, wealthy or poor, and enjoy the com-
panionship of such as please him, nobody else having any right to dictate; but as a Mason he 
will not consider his own circle above others, or despise those who may not be as fortunate as 
he in his social relations-for such snobbery is repugnant to the principle of fraternalism. 
 
Again, it is possible that he may feel a pride of race, may cherish the traditions of his own 
people, may love its language and prefer its customs; if so, nobody has the right to forbid him, 
for it is right and honourable in every man to respect his own blood; but as a Mason he will 
not, therefore, despise others of a different race, nor seek at their expense to exalt his own, for 
there is nothing more un-Masonic than race prejudice. 
 
Freemasonry leaves it wholly to us to decide what form our citizenship shall take in detail or 
where we shall find our own niche in the great structure of public life.  You will now under-
stand why neither a Lodge, nor a Grand Lodge, nor any group of Masons as such, ever inter-
feres with matters of church, state, or society, or joins one party as against another.  It is not 
inconsistent for members of the Craft to perform such services for the community as stand by 
common consent on a level beyond or above all parties. 
 
The Craft may appear publicly to lay the cornerstones of certain public buildings.  For many 
generations it has been especially friendly to the public schools not alone because its own 
motto is "Let there be Light", but in order to assist the children of every family in a commu-
nity to enjoy educational advantages regardless of race, or creed, or party. 
 
To sum up: If a Mason asks, "How am I to apply the teachings of Masonry to Citizenship?" 
the answer is this: it is for you to decide and according to your opportunity.  All that is re-
quired of you is to be guided throughout by the principle of fraternalism. 
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Are you your brother’s keeper?  Several Masons in the District do not 
have access to computers &/or the Internet.  If you know of such a Bro. 
And you think this newsletter is worth while, why not print off a copy to 
pass on or take a copy to your next Lodge meeting.
