The small town of Innisfail was to be the next log
tion of a Masonic Lodge. Settlers were coming in
the area very rapidly, attracted by some of the b{
farming land in the opening west. It was just abo
one hundred years since Anthony Henday had
rived at the high point of land between Innisfail
Red Deer that a few Masons gathered together i
the little town to consider the possibilities of est
lishing a Lodge there. During this period the imp
tance of the fur trade had receded and the richn¢
of agriculture had taken over. Again the proceduye
followed by other Lodges took place and the Grgnd
Lodge of Manitoba granted a dispensation. Innisfail
Lodge No. 58 G.R.M. was instituted on June 21,
1894 and its Charter was granted one year later|on
July 14, 1895. The Lodge, from its very beginning,
had a solid foundation and its history has been dne
of progress and dedicated work

Emulation is one of the oldest post-Union workings. It may well be the oldest, but in view afaiwes and
in the absence of complete proof, this question cannot be answered with certaintyaré iweepoints abou
Emulation that seem to put it into a class of its own:

(a) As a Lodge of Instruction, it goes back to 1823, with continuous existencehance t

(b) It is today the best organized of all the "named" rituals, having had a gaybody to 'protect’ it

throughout its history, and in that respect, | believe it far outstrips all ‘tthered" forms.

Bro. C. F. W. Dyer, in his, Emulation--A Ritual To Remember, which is the standardyto$ttve Emulatior
Lodge of Improvement, published in connection with its sesquicentennial in 1973, shows foanhtlers ex
perienced difficulties in its formation, because Lodges of Instruction tirtie@ had to be sponsored by a
Lodge. The Emulation founders had decided that their Lodge of Instruction wasotavbester Masons only
(as it is today), and the Lodges, which were invited to act as sponsors, were ytt @eaaept that restric-
tion. Eventually, the Emulation Lodge of Instruction was sponsored, on 27 November 1823, bggaet
Hope, then No. 7, whose Master, Joseph Dennis, was one of Emulation's original members.

Is Emulation the original or oldest form now worked in England? It is certainly aihe aldest, but it woulg
be impossible to say whether it is the "original.” As Bro. Dyer explains: Naalffecord has ever been
found of the Lodge of Reconciliation Ritual that was approved by the Grand Lodge.

Emulation is probably as near to the forms then prescribed as any of the wetkiwigsg from that period.
Its principal virtue is that it has enjoyed a proper continuity of control obited ever since its foundation.

In England in 1813 the two rival Grand Lodges, the Ancients and the Moderns amalgdteatasty years
of savage hostility, and formed the United Grand Lodge of England. After the Urith i& post-Union,
the ritual was totally revised to make it acceptable to both parties. Thatnswamgy of the distinctive por-
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tions of the pre-Union ritual were jettisoned. That is when the two adopted substitdsecame into use;

one belonged to the Ancients and one to the Moderns, and they could not agree which washeghkest
both. By the way the Ancients were the modern group and the Moderns were the oldest groupistaut tha
different story. And that is why my ritual differs so much from yours. That anBahignore Convention of
1843 when you decided to do all your work in the Third Degree, and changed the MoveableéaJthedis -
movable Jewels, in order that you could keep out all Cowans and Eavesdroppers. ©hel N&sonic Conf
vention even changed the Due Guard in the First and Third Degrees.
